OCCUPATION OF
RECREATIONAL
VEHICLES, LIMITATIONS.

a) All recredional vehicks which are
usedas a place of habitah for more
thanfourteen daysvithin a caledar year,
musthave a siting permit. Nieecreational
vehicle may be issued a sitingpermit
unlessthe ecrational vehicle is located
on improved real poperty, is progerly
registeredn accordance with thtate of
Oregm, and the siting permit fee has
been paid.

(b). No person may use a recreational
vehick as a place of Hatation for nore
thanthirty days from the date anitial
siting permit is issued..

D Time for Obtaining
Permit. All recreational vehicles which
areused as a place of habitatiimm more
than fourteen day must be gstered
with the City at @y Hall, orsuch aher
placeas may be designated the City
Administrate, within one bginess day
afterthe recreatiaa vehiclehas been so
used.Payment othe siting fee shall be
made at the time of registration.

(2) Informaion ard
Authorization Required. At thdime of
registration,the City shall be pradded



withtheownefoperator's name, resite
and mailing adress, teephone nunr,
valid drivers license number, proof of
ownership, current and alid
documentation and registration, and
currentbilling information. If theperson
making the registration is anperator
only, owner authorization fothe siting
permit shall be mael availdle upon
request by theCity.

(b) Siting Pemit, Display. The
permit provided bythe City shk be
prominentlydisplayedso ago be visible
from a public right-ofavay.

© Siting Permits; Péod. A siing
permitshall be limited to a maxium of
thirty dayswithin a calendr year. If the
siting permitis renewedor an additional
30 days pursuant to 8.28)030(d), the
maximum number of days for a siting
permitshall be 60 des withinacalendar
year.

(d) Renewal A sitingpermitmay be
renewedipon applicabn totheCity. The
renewal permit shall be subject to the
permitfees and @y generally apptable
termsand conditions o siting perrit in
effect as of the tirm of renewal
Applicationfor renewal séill be madeno
laterthanthe end of the last day specified
as the period of thesiting permit. No
siting permit shalbe renewed unss all
conditionsfor the initial issuance of the
siting permit are still being metas
determinedby the City Administraor,
andall fees and drges are pdiin full.
To obtain a reneal of the RV sihg
permitfor an addtional 30 dag the lot,
tract or pacel of land upon which the
recreatiod vehicle is lgated has city
water and city wastewater dispa
facilities, the recreatind vehicle is
connected to the city water and
wastewater system, the recreational
vehicle has electrical installationsn
accordancevith the lavs of the State of
Oregon, and sich occupation is a
permitted use under the City’s land
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development ordinance.

CANCELLATION; DENIAL.

€) RevocationA siting pemit may
be revokedby the City upon tendays
written notice if the ecrational vehite
is in violation of the terms of the siting
permit or any proision of thisor any
other ordinance.

D Notice. Notice d

revocatiormay beyy personal delivery or
certifiedmail tothe owner/operator #te
owner/qerata’s last knownaddress, and
by posting notice on the recreational
vehicle. The notice of neocation shia
statethe siting permit has been rewak
give t he reasons therefgram state the
owner/operatonas terdays from thelate

of the notice to correct the violation.

(b) Reinstadment. Upon proof of
correctionof any violation and payemt
of all costs and chaes, tlk
owner/operator may appy for
reinstatementof the sting pemit. If
reinstatemenis permitted, and a second
violation occurs at any time within the
termof thesiting permit, the sitingermit
shall be immedthtely revoked, and no
reinstatement shall be allowed.

(c) CancellationA siting pemit maybe
canceled by thewner/operator upon ten
days written noticeto the Ciy. Upon
cancellationthe owner/operatshallbe
entitledto reimbursemant,which shall be
the difference betwee the permit fee
which would have been charged taeth
owner/operatorfor the datesof actual
siting of therecreational @hicle and the
dateghe recre@onalvehicle wasctually
sited within the City.

(d) Denial. The @y may deny a siting
permitto a recreationalehicle whit is
a hazard to hedéth or safety,or if the
owner/operatois aurrently in violation of
any other City odinance, or if the



ownerbperatoris delinquent on
any fee or charge umd this or
any other City ordinawe, or if
the owner/operator is unwilling
or unable to prowde the City
with the required registration
information.Immedately after a
sitingpermit has beeteniedthe
owner/operatorshall remove the
recreational vehicke from the
placewhere it has been located,
andshallnot permitor suffer the
recreationalehicle to be placed
within City limits until all
hazardgo health owsafety have
beencorrected and proaff such
correctionhas been providet
the City, all such fees and
chargs are paid in full, or the
required information has é&en
completely provided.

8.20.050 FEES AND CHARGES.

(a) Establishmet. Sitingpermitfees
andother charges shall be established by
resolutionof the City Courcil, and may
be reviewed bythe City Cancil from
time to time andraised or lowered as
deemed appropriate.

(b) Terms of Pament. The
owner/operatorshall be liable for all
siting permit fees andother chargs
assessedunder this ordinance. Siting
permit fees shall be paid in advance,
unlessothawise agreed upon in writing
by the City. Invoice$or all other feeand
chargesredue and pgable atthe timeof
presentation tthe owner/opator.

Nothing in this ordinance Isall in any way be
construedo authorizex use not authized inany
particular zoning district within he Cty. The
issuanceof a Siting Permit for the occupatiof
arecreation vehicle under this ordinamstallbe

deemel a “Temporary Use” under Section
1720.600f the city Zoning Ordinare and sall
not be renewed more than once.lf the
owner/operator is intending to occupy the
recreation vehicle longdan sixty (60) days the
use shall be approved by the citynder the
applicable provisions of the Zonif@rdinance.

8.20.070 ENFORCEMENT,;

PENALTIES.

(@) Any person violang this
ordinance shall be shjed to a civil
penaty not to exceed $750.00 per
violation; each day that the violation
persistsafter written notice has been
providedto theoffender shaltonstitutea
separate and distinct violation.

(b) In addition to ap monetary
peralty assessed, th@ity mayinstitute
appropriateactions or proceedds to
abatecorrect, removgrevent orestrain
the unlawful location, occupancy or use
of a recreational vehicle.

8.20.080 SEVERABILITY.

If anyportion of thioordinance iseklared voidy

any court of competent jurisdictiorthen the

validity of the remainder bthe ordinancer its

applicationto recreational vehicles or persons
shall in no way be affected.
