3.20.020 Grant of 20-year franchise
to Coos-Curry Electric
Cooperative. Inc.

There is hereby granted unto the
Cooperative, a cogerative corpation
organizedunder the laws of thestate of
Oregon, upon the terms andowrdiions
hereinafterset forth,the right, privilege and
franchiseof installing, owning, operating, and
maintaining an eéctric power service
trarsmissiorand distribution stembymears
of poles, conduits, wires, cables, arithey
equipmenbr appliances in, upowyver, under
and along the strég, aleys orother public
placeswithin the corporat limits of the City
of Port Orford for a periodf 20 years from
the date of the enactment of this ordinance.
3.20.030 Termsand conditions of
franchise

Duringthe period of this franchise the
City shall notlevy upon or exact from the
Cogpeative a license fee, franchise or
privilege tax, or other chages, tle
consideratiostated herein bedvbeing in lieu
of all such taxes, lense fees or enges.
3.20.040 Cooper ative to furnish
street lights without charge

In consideration ahegranting of sa
franchise,the Cooperative shall furnish the
City, withoutcharge,48shroudécapped street
lights with wattage noto exceed 200 watts,
including installation, matenance
replacemenof bulbs, and electric energy for
operationof same. It3 inderstood that more
thanthis numler of street lights may now be
in operaton within the City; and the
remaining lights and all adtonal lights
installed hereaffer in excess of 48 shall be
upon the customary contra@l basis;



providedhowever, that the said 48 lights are
furnishedbased on a theoretical population of
the City of 1,200 prsons, then and #at
time, the Coopgeative shall furnish an
additional lightas the City may designate for
each increase of 25 persons ovesad
theoreti@l population of 1,200persons.

3.20.050 L ocation of equipment

The Cooperativeshalladvise the City
EngineerandCity Manageof the City of the
proposedocation of any newsubstitute or
replacemenpoles, conduits, wires, cables or
otherequpment not less than five days prior
to commencement of work thereon or
installationor relocation pginent theretpard
further,thecity engineepr city manager may
require reasonable changes in proposed
locationsfor the purpose of protectirublic
health, safety, welfare and traffic.

3.20.060 Repairsto beresponsibility

of Cooper ative.

All openings or breaks publicstreet,
thoroughfars, alleys or tk like shalbe made
and repaired promptly at the sole expense of
the Cooperative and shall be lighted and
barricaded for the protection of the public.

3.20.070 City to be held harmless.

The Cooperative shall, rl by its
acceptancéereof dos, expressly asire all
risk of operatiorof its system within th€ity
therefrom,including, but notimited to, all
damagesvhich may be warded agast it in
favor of any persn or persons, firm or
corporationresulting from any act or thing
doneor omitted to be done by the Cooperative
by virtue d the authority herein granted or
said corporatids business opetians.

3.20.080 Cooper ative to abide by
ordinances and Oregon

State Statutes.

The Cooperative, its employseor
agentsshdl abide by the adinances of the
City herewith now in extence or herein
above enacted as ediy andto the same
extentas anyrivate citizen or public concern,
exaepting only for the rights and privileges
granted said Cooprdive hereunder; and
further,the Cooperativehsll not violate any
applicableprovisions of th€@OregonAntitrust
Law codifiedin ORS 646.70%0 646.836 nor
shallthe grantig of this franchise be in any
way construed as in violation thereaind
further, the Cooperativehall not ifringe,
violateor engage in any activiprohibitedby
the Oregon Utawful Trade Practices Act as
defined in ORS 646.605 to 64@&8, this
franchise being subject tohe sanctins
containedwithin such statutoryprovisions
including, but not limited to, ORS 646.646.

3.20.090 City toretain all rightsand

remedies.

Exceptfor the franchiseight granted
hereinthe City shaltetain allof its rights and
remediesinderORS 221.420 to 221.470he
City shall retain its genal municipal police
powers and tle exercise of such over the
erec¢ion, installaton, replacement ah
mainenarce of poles, wires and similar
apparatusf the Cooperativn streets, dleys
and public ways; and further, such police
power sites extend to the designation of on
what parts of seets there may be erected
poles lines, conduits or other apparatusiror
prope casedto require relocation thereof, and
compelall generallyaccepted impvements
which tend to decrease the obstructionhaf t
streetor increase theafety or convenience of
thepublicin their use; anturther, said power
shal extend, although not limited to, the



regulationof the usglocation heightand size
of utility poles as part of the City’s general
planning and zoning process and power.

3.20.100 Franchiseto be exclusive.

No franchise shalble granted untany
otherperson, fim or corpordéion to enggein
a similar businessvithin the City of Port
Orford during the term ofthis franchise,
except upon payment of amparabé
considerationto the City of Port Orford in
moneyor servicesynless otherwise permitted
underthe provisionhereof or mandated by
any state or federal law, rule or uéation.

3.20.110 Acceptance of franchise

The grant of franchise mein made
shall be void andof no effect unless the
Cooperativeshall of itself accepdnd agree in
writing to the terms and oditions of this
ordinance,which acceptare shallbe filed
with thecity recorder prior to 48ays after the
passage of this ordinance.

3.20.120 Terms of renegotiation of
franchise.

Eitherthe City or the Cooperative, as
thecasamay be, may submit a writteaquest
to the other for the purposes of rgoéding
any or all portions of th franchise hein
under granted.
